Q.S. to 10 pl with Storage Buffer

The above solution was heated to 65°C for 5 minutes
and loaded on 1.5% agarose(A9539) submarine type
minigel. The samples were run in 1X TAE(40 mM Tris-
acetate, 1 mM EDTA, pH approx. 8.3) with appropriate
DNA fragment size standards at 80 volts for 2 hours.
After staining 15-20 minutes in 10 pg/ml ethidium
bromide at least 24 bands(123-2952 bp were clearly
resolved and the pattern was consistent with the
indicated fragment sizes.
